Public Health Emergency

In March, 2020, the California Department of Public Health (CDPH) announced a public health emergency due
to COVID-19. All individuals living in the State of California were ordered to stay home or at their place of
residence except for essential work or needs.

In a May 8, 2020 News Release “AAP Statement of New Data Showing Declines in Childhood Immunizations”
by Sally Goza, MD, FAAP, president of the AAP. “The U.S. Centers for Disease Control & Prevention published
new data that documents what pediatricians around the nation have beenreporting for weeks: many, many
children have missed receiving important immunizations to protect them against diseases like measles,
meningitis and whooping cough.”

We recognize that in response to the public health emergency, there have been many changes to pediatric
practices. Many pediatricians have had to adjust office processes and policies, such as scheduling, and
modifying exam and waiting room areas to reduce the potential exposure and spread of COVID-19. Practices
are monitoring and assessing the effects of these changes regularly and often adjust what they have done to
meet current needs, limitations and evolving guidelines. We know that every practice is differentand must
decide whenand how to opentheir offices to patients in the safest ways possible.

With guidance from the American Academy of Pediatrics (AAP) and the Ce nters for Disease Control and
Prevention(CDC), the American Academy of Pediatrics, CA Chapter 3 (AAP-CA3) began offering guidance to its
members and pediatricians throughout San Diego and Imperial Counties on ways to continue to safely care for
their patients in the midst of this public health emergency. The AAP-CA3 has shared resources from the San
Diego County Department of Public Health throughout the pandemic to provide flexibility and clarity around
pediatric care and practice guidelines here.

All materials have a reading level of 6t grade
or less and contain culturally appropriate considerations with translation into Spanish, Arabic, Vietnamese,
and Tagalog. Feelfree to adapt these messages to target well-care visits and vaccine reminders for patients of
all ages. We hope that the easy-to-use resources within the Pediatric Practice Toolkit will assist you in your
continued efforts to reach out to families, validate the importance of well-child visits and vaccinations, and
emphasize the role you play together in keeping children healthy now and always.

We want to thank you for understanding as we
adjust office rules. We are working to keep patients and families as safe as we can during this pandemic.

At this time, stay at home orders from Governor Gavin Newsom have been lifted with recommended safety
precautions. There are some changes to allow for health care visits. These changes let us stay on track for
regular checkups and keep patients healthy.

Your family’s health and safety s our first concern! We want you to know about our office’s new rules for
safety. It is our goal to see every patient in a timely manner.

For all visits, please call our office at [XXX-XXX-XXXX]. This way we can find the best way to meet you and your
child’s needs. We ask that only ONE healthy adult come with patients to all in-personvisits. Please do not
bring any other children. When you visit our office, you’ll see that we’ve changed some things. This includes:

everyone must wear a mask disinfecting between visits

For patients with a “non-contagious” issue, please call our office. We can discuss if you need an in-person
appointment. This includes wellness visits and visits for non-contagious infections. If it is safe, appointments
may be delayed. Visits may also be done over the phone. If an in-person visit is needed, please rest assured
that we are taking extra care to have a safe, clean office. We are deep cleaning our office often and will limit
your contact with others whenyou come in for a visit.

Patient Letter — Template cont.

For children ages 2 and under, it is especially important to keep planned well-check appointments. Children
need to stay up-to-date on vaccines despite the COVID-19 pandemic. Well-child visits for young children are
needed to monitor early growth. They also help kids prevent health problems. Please make sure to maintain
your well-child visit schedule during this vital stage of your child’s life. If your child is behind on shots or is due
for a vaccine in the near future, please call our office. If you are unsure if your child is up to date, please call
and ask our office staff to check their record.

For patients who are sick, please call our office to plan a visit during sick-patient hours. We ask that sick
patients be accompanied by ONE healthy adult. If possible, no siblings should be brought along to the office.
In some cases, we may treat patients over the phone.

These steps are temporary. They are in line with guidance from the CDC and San Diego County Department of
Public Health. Rules will be changed as neededto follow any new direction by health authorities. We believe

that the plans above will help to maintain the best health environment for all of our patients.

This is [name] from [practice name]. | am calling to touch base regarding your child’s wellness
visit and vaccinations. It is very important to stay on track with these appointments, as missing them
can lead to issues later down the road. Although the COVID-19 pandemic is ongoing, we are doing
everything that we can to ensure the health and safety of our patients. Please give us a call to
schedule an appointment or to check if your child is due for a well visits or vaccines. See you soon!”

SICK CHILD VISITS

(COVID-19)?

Only one adult per child and we ask you to
only bring the child that is being seen for an appointment. Also, for your protection, we ask that you
bring a face cover to your visit for your child and for the person that will be bringing the child to the
appointment and keep it on for the entire visit to our medical office building.”

Recommendations and Best Practices

Telehealth services and interpreter support: Interpreterrequirements are the same for eitherin-
person or telehealth visits. Arrange for interpreterservices in advance of the scheduled appointment.

Telehealth: In its Guidance on the Necessary Use of Telehealth During the COVID-19 Pandemic, AAP
states: “Well visits for children may be initiated through telehealth, recognizing that some elements of
the well exam should be completed in person. These elementsinclude, at a minimum: the
comprehensive physical exam; office testing, including laboratory testing; hearing, vision, and oral
health screening; fluoride varnish; and immunizations.” The AAP encourages providers that have
successfully implemented telehealth to provide appropriate elements of the well-child exam virtually
to continue to support these well- child telehealth encounters, followed by a timely in-person visit.

Telephone calls:
= Place calls after 10am.
= |dentify member’s preferred language prior to placing call and use bilingual agents or
coordinate interpreterservices.

Modify care delivery as a result of COVID-19:

= Check staff temperatures.

= Rotate Administrative and Clinical staff working in office.

= Separate well visits in the mornings and sick visits in the afternoons or conduct visits at
differentlocations.

= Label differententrances for sick patients.

= Set up pop-uptents outside officesto screenand triage patients.

= Offerhand-sanitizer and face masks to patients.

= Screen patients before entering waiting room.

= Sanitize examrooms between patients.

= Maximize screening using text messaging or telephone calls while members await clinical
services in their cars. Use drive-thru immunization by RNs.

= Advise patients of what to expect.
